"Without a sequenced specimen, it's a rumor."

COLLECT: 

· Take photos of mushroom(s) in situ, then take separate photos of cap, gills/pores, stem if any and longitudinal section including entire stem base.

· Make field notes including date, location, nearby trees, substrate, odor/taste, staining/bruising reactions, color of latex if any. 
· Assign personal collection number.
· Dig up entire mushrooms & keep in a paper or wax paper bag separate from other collections.  Label bag with personal collection number.

PRESERVE:

· Cut longitudinally for larger specimens.
· Dehydrate at 110 degrees until brittle.
· When cool to the touch seal in a plastic bag labeled with personal collection number and iNaturalist number below.   

DOCUMENT:  

· Post on iNaturalist (https://www.inaturalist.org/) with collection number, field notes, photos and scientific name if known, otherwise Genus. 
Note :  Take photos and record field notes and personal collection number in the field using the iNaturalist mobile phone app.
